     (Preferably a wallet size.  These will not be returned.)

6.  The following information must be obtained from the counselor. 

· A copy of your high school transcript

· A copy of your ACT Composite Score or SAT score
You may either submit an official copy of your ACT/SAT score or the score can be included on the bottom of your transcript.

Your ACT/SAT score should also be typed on page one of the application.

(If you have not taken the ACT, please specify.)

· Grade Point Average (GPA) – to be typed on page one of the application.

· Class Rank – to be typed on page one of the application.

GPA and Class Rank should reflect the student's completion of the 7th semester.
