A few ideas on how to incorporate these tools:
1.) (Twitter) Bell Ringers/Discussions:
         Write a question on the board or show a picture of something.
        Have students Twitter their answer to you. (Again . . depending on you and your school's rules . . . tweeting can be done using the internet or a cell phone.)
2.) (Google Docs) The M&M's Spreadsheet Project:
        Group up students.
        Have each student tally up a pile of M&M's based on color
        Have each student enter in their data into a google docs spreadsheet
        Or
        Instead of completing a project using Microsoft Office Application Software . . . have students use Google Docs for the same document development.
        Or
        It would be really cool if teachers from various schools have students work together to create a document or create a product. 
        For example: A class from Hot Springs High School work with your class to create a product, develop a product proposal, or research an assigned topic.
3.) (Wikis) Research Project: 
        Group up students.
        Have students choose a research topic.
        Have students then discuss their topic in Wiki form and provide links to their sources.
        (for example . . . students could research Laptop Computers. One student may create a wiki page on Laptop speed, one on battery life, one on cost, and one on 
        functionality. Or if the topic is a place have students create pages on language, government, history, and major events.)
4.) (Gmail) E-mail Concepts:
        Have students set up e-mail accounts
        Send basic e-mails
        Attach and send files
        Have students create and attach work and send it to you.
        (I know . . . This sounds a little risky. If students set up Gaggle accounts it is a little safer because you have the ability to view what they are sending and doing. <gaggle.net>)
5.) (iGoogle) Personalization of Home Page:
        Simply teaching students how to organize their collaborative applications by choosing appropriate gadgets.
        Editing gadgets.

Definition of what those crazy words were and what they do:
gMail - This is a free e-mail account. I can set up a basic e-mail account as well as a calendar and a photo gallery to store my photos in. (gmail.com)
Wikis - Like Wikipedia - Multiple people can work on the same document at the same time. Add and edit content such as additional "pages", links, and other elements. (pbwiki.com)
Twitter - Basically the same thing as a blog/text messaging. Twitter allows the members to basically text message each other using the computer or a phone. The messages can be sent to multiple people at the same time. (twitter.com)
Google Docs - This is cool! It is basically Microsoft Application software that is Online. Again, Multiple people can work on the same document at the same time. It has Survey Forms, Word Processing Documents, Spreadsheet Documents, and Presentation Documents. Everything is saved online or you can save it to your computer. It will convert the google document to a Microsoft document. (docs.google.com)
iGoogle - This allows you to customize your home page on the internet. You can add things called "gadgets" to your home page. So for example if I want to have a radar for my area, a clock, a view of my gMail, a view of my twitters, and google docs (there is a gadget for just about anything and everything). . . I can choose those gadgets and have them all on my home page. This allows me to have a bunch of "stuff" accessible all at the same time without having 10 programs open. (igoogle.com)
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
